2. Special Board Meeting, October 29, 2007

MOTION TO APPROVE THE MINUTES OF THE OCTOBER 29, 2007, SPECIAL MEETING AS PRESENTED WAS MADE BY KATHLEEN TODD, SECONDED BY DOUGLAS DESORCIE.  VOTE:  4 YEAS, 2 ABSENT AND EXCUSED (DUANE EDELMAN AND LAURIE HULL-ENGLES), MOTION PASSED.

SPECIAL PRESENTATION
1. Reading Café Invitation – Barb Wallace
Ms. Roz Strang Principal of Hermon Hutchens Elementary School (HHES) introduced Ms. Barb Wallace, Elementary Teacher at HHES.
Ms. Barb Wallace, along with students from her class, invited the members of the Board to come to “The Reading Café” in Room 124 at HHES on Monday, Wednesday or Thursday from 9:45 a.m. to 10:45 a.m. or Tuesday and Friday from Noon to 1:00 p.m.  Students are reading books and serving tasty treats to patrons of The Reading Café in celebration of Children’s Book Week – November 12th through 16th, 2007.  The students passed out a flyer and a ticket to all of the members of the Board.  

President Gard thanked Ms. Wallace and her students for the invitation, on behalf of the Board.

2. Mass Dispense Presentation – Pam Shirrell
Ms. Pam Shirrell, Representative of Valdez Health Department, gave the Board an overview of how the Mass Dispense Emergency Exercise went.  She said the overall exercise went very smoothly.  Volunteers were able to process each student.  She noted that they may have had better response if the permission slips were mailed to the parents/guardians, or put in the initial school packets.  Superintendent Bowie noted, in an emergency situation you may not have time to mail permission slips.

There are plans to do the exercise again next year.  The students may be given an informal “walk-through” before the exercise so that they will know what to expect, and will be more comfortable – like practice fire drills.  Ms. Shirrell concluded by saying the exercise was very successful and efficient.  She thanked the Valdez City School District for their participation and volunteers.
Superintendent Bowie who was on the Mass Dispense Emergency Exercise Committee, said he believed the exercise was an overwhelming success.

Ms. Shirrell invited the Board and public to a Flu Pandemic Conference on Tuesday and Wednesday, November 13th and 14th, 2007 from 9:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. in the Civic Center.  There is no charge.  Information will be available for the community, should the need arise for Valdez to react to a Flu Pandemic emergency. 

3. Follett Library System – Barb Bryson

Ms. Barb Bryson Valdez City School District Librarian said she and the District are very pleased with the updated Follett Library System.  VCSD Staff are looking into components that dovetail into the system.  When a decision is made she will come back to the Board for approval of funding.  
Ms. Bryson gave a copy of “Standards for the 21st – Century Learner” to the Board.  It was written by the American Association of School Librarians (AASL).  She would like to incorporate this in the Valdez City School District.  
Ms. Bryson passed out information on Senate Bill 119.  She encouraged the Board to support the Bill.  Alaska AASL is pushing for an annual grant of $3,000. which would be given to all of the Alaska school libraries to raise the achievement of students by increasing access to new and varied library materials.  The Bill has passed the HESS Committee in April of 2007.  The next step is passage through the Senate Finance Committee.

President Gard said she attended the Follett Library System presentation and was impressed.  It was very good.  Follett Library System was designed by Librarians.

Superintendent Bowie thanked the Board for their support of the Valdez City School District Libraries.

PUBLIC COMMENT ON NON-AGENDA ITEMS
Mr. Dave Dengel, Representative of Copper Valley Telephone Cooperative, Inc. presented the Board with two checks. He told the Board CVTC has paid out $700,000. to their members this year.
President Gard and Superintendent Bowie thanked the Mr. Dengel for hand delivering the checks.

REPORTS
1. Student Board Representative

Student Board Representative Kayla Reese reported to the Board:

Sports:  Sports: Swimming – The end of the year Banquet is going on this evening, November 12, 2007.  A member of the Team qualified for the State Meet. She placed 15th at State in the 100 Backstroke.  Volleyball – Finished second place in the Aurora Conference.  The Team placed 4th in the State last weekend. One player was named to the All-State Team, and one was named Most Outstanding Setter.  Wrestling – Competed in the “Throw Down in Snow Town home wrestling meet.  Two players placed first in the weight divisions.  The wrestlers will be competing this weekend in the West Valley Invitational Wrestling Tournament.  Nordic Skiing – Began practicing on October 29, 2007.  They have about 17 participants.  Skiing Regionals will be held in Valdez this school year on February 8th and 9th, 2008.

Activities: All State Band – Two students will be participating this Thursday, Friday and Saturday at Bartlett High School in the All State Band Competition.  VHS Drama – Will be presenting “An Evening of Fantasy” consisting of three one-act plays on Friday and Saturday, November 16th and 17th at 7:00 p.m. in the VHS Cafeteria.  Admission is $2.00 and the plays are for all ages. Everyone is invited.

Student Body: Students are seeking pledges to fast for a day to send money to “Feed Children in Africa”.  

2. Administration

Superintendent Bowie reminded the Board that this month’s information topic is Collaboration.

a. Activities  – Activities Director Todd Wegner
Activities Director Todd Wegner is attending the end of the season Swim Team Banquet this evening.  Student Board Representative Kayla Reese gave the Activities Report for Mr. Wegner (see above information) during the same time she gave her report to the Board.
b. Hermon Hutchens Elementary School – Principal Roz Strang
Principal Roz Strang reported to the Board:
Collaboration is a very important time for the teachers of Hermon Hutchens Elementary School (HHES).  The following topics/training have been presented during Collaboration: Follett Library System Training; Counseling Process; Language Arts Curriculum Presentation and Review; Technology Training in the Big Lab; Positive Action Training with Counselor First, the first Friday of each month; Tour of Junior High Technology; Student used Website Training (My Space). This was very important information presented by Tracy Pressley.  Additionally, Collaboration time has been used for 9 teachers to move/change classrooms; Packaging/boxing after the Book Fair Fundraiser.  She noted that sometimes attendance is an issue because it is on Friday and employees are off or traveling for activities however, the time is important and extremely beneficial. 


President Gard thanked Principal Strang for the report.

c. Valdez High School – Principal Geary Cantrell
Principal Geary Cantrell reported to the Board: 
Collaboration is valuable time and is always used. There are always more needs for that time than can be filled.  Mid week a directive goes out the staff at VHS for ideas.  Many times there have been scheduled training opportunities.  The following are ways in which Collaboration has been used at VHS:  Large Group and Small Group Committees meet depending on the time and need; Crisis Planning and a Mock Drill for students; Language Arts Curriculum Presentation and Review; Suicide Awareness Training; Technology Training by Director Davis; Planned Mass Dispense Exercise; Team Building Training; De-Stress, open exchange about school and challenges; Technology Tour at Gilson Junior High School.  He noted that Collaboration is important and well used.

President Gard thanked Principal Cantrell for the report. 
3.  District

a.  Superintendent Lance Bowie

Superintendent Bowie reported to the Board:

Facilities Director Report:  Facilities Director Ben Olds is attending a Capital Improvement Projects (CIP) and Major Maintenance meeting at the Valdez Civic Center with the Valdez City Council this evening.  He will make his regular monthly report during the next meeting of the Board on November 26, 2007.
Gilson Junior High School Technology Tour Invitation:  During a previous meeting the members of the Board were invited to come to GJH for a Technology Tour.  The Board was not able to agree on a date and time.  The Board asked Administration to provide dates that would be available to give the Board a Tour of the GJH Technology.  The following dates are offered after school or in the evening: November 19th, 29th or 30th, 2007.   The Board said they would think about the dates and times and let Administration know.

Community Education Correspondence:  Dr. Bowie distributed copies of a letter written to the members of the Board regarding the scheduling and availability of school facilities.  The letter was received November 12, 2007.  The Board requested the Community Education Correspondence to be put on the agenda as a discussion item for the next meeting of the Board, November 26, 2007, Superintendent Bowie agreed.
Status of the VCSD FY’07 Audit:  Dr. Bowie said he spent most of today working on establishing the status of the VCSD FY’07 Audit.  Unfortunately, the auditor who was working on the District Audit left the accounting firm before completing the audit.  The audit was set aside in a pile of work that had not been completed.  There were some discrepancies in the final calculations.  Altman, Rogers & Company expressed some concerns regarding the software the District uses (Black Mountain Software) and the balancing of the cash accounts.  The numbers are not reconciling with the Black Mountain Software.  All human number input has been reconciled and has been found to be in order.  The audit has been cleared and will be sent to the printers soon.

Some members of the Board expressed concern about the delay of the VCSD FY’07 Audit Report.  Superintendent Bowie assured them, according to the auditors, the audit was cleared and in order.  The report would be received soon.

Alaska Association of School Boards (AASB) Annual Conference:  Dr. Bowie attended the AASB Annual Conference and said the Sectional Leaders were very good.  A theme he found interesting was; we are now educating kids that we don’t know how the future will be.  It is necessary to rethink some things, and how we are teaching.

Consideration of a Full-Time Secretary for the Board:  Dr. Bowie noted that the Board met four times in October.  In the past, Administration has recommended the Board hold one Regular (formal) Meeting per month, and one Work Session per month.  He said it is difficult for one person to transcribe minutes, put together board packets and advertise meetings, committee needs and extra events of the Board on a constant basis when there are other constant work responsibilities such as: Full-Time Administrative Assistant for the Superintendent; Personnel Records / Job Posting / Advertising / Coordinate Interviews / New Employee Paper Work; Student Records and Transcripts, Full Time Receptionist and District Office point of contact, to name a few.  With the number of board meetings in a month, it is very hard to meet all of the demands.  Administration again recommends one Regular (formal) Meeting per month, and one Work Session per month.  Administration asks the members of the Board to consider their meeting schedule and the time needed for Board secretarial duties.  Administration will put this item on the next agenda, November 26, 2007, for discussion.

3. Board

a.  Members of the Board

Board member Todd attended the AASB Annual Conference.  She reported Duane Edelman was elected to serve as a member of the AASB Board.  She talked about information she had received regarding “21st Century Literacy” and “Exposing the Truth”.   There is a lot of information on the internet both inspired and scary.  
AASB is working on a Drug and Alcohol Policy.  Dr. Todd noted that it is important for this District to compare the existing policy to the new AASB policy.  A lot of work went into the VCSD Drug and Alcohol Policy.

There is a program being formulated in the State Department of Education referred to as “Work Keys” which will require the testing of every student attending high school to establish their level of competence in the workplace.  The results would be available.  
Board member Mackey said she has seen detailed information about “Work Keys”.  She said testing would be recommended for 3rd, 6th, 8th, and 11th, graders.  The test results would keep students on radar.  There is a proposal to mandate the testing.  She said she would find out more about it.

President Gard attended the AASB Annual Conference and said she was particularly impressed with the sharing of ideas with other school boards.  She said it was a great opportunity.  
Delta Greely has formed a Vocational Education and Technical partnership with Bering Straits and Nome.  They hope to open it up to other school districts in the future.  Students are trained for short time periods, for instance a semester or two, and receive residential housing for that time period of training.  This seems to be a successful way to share training tools among school districts to create educational opportunities for many students.   

There were no further comments from the Board or Superintendent.
President Gard called a five minute break from 8:40 p.m. to 8:45 p.m.

1. School Board Member Vacancy Appointment
a. Candidate(s) Opportunity to Address the Board

Two community members submitted letters of interest to the Board: Mr. Brad Schell and Ms. Michelle Cullen.
President Gard asked Mr. Schell and Ms. Cullen to make a comment of introduction to the Board (maximum of 1 minute):

Ms. Michelle Cullen was first:  She told the Board she has parented three children through Valdez City Schools, as well as a number of Foreign Exchange Students.  She is certified as a teacher and has volunteered thousands of hours in school programs and activities.  Ms. Cullen concluded by saying she would bring a good understanding to the position on the Board.

Mr. Brad Schell was second:  He told the Board he has lived in Valdez for 4 ½ years.  He has 4 children, 3 of which are in the Valdez City Schools.  He has ten years experience with budget and finance and has participated as a volunteer in sports activities.  Mr. Schell concluded by saying he is interested in preparing students for the future. 

President Gard asked the following two questions of each candidate (maximum of 1 minute for each question):  

1. Name one personal quality that you will bring to the Board.

2. What is your Vision for the students of Valdez City Schools?

Question 1. Mr. Brad Schell
Mr. Schell said he would bring to the Board the qualities of leadership and accountability and a desire to move forward.

Question 1. Ms. Michelle Cullen

Ms. Cullen said she would bring to the Board the quality of enthusiasm and give 100% with a smile and energy.

Question 2. Ms. Michelle Cullen

Ms. Cullen said her Vision for the students of Valdez City Schools is for them to enjoy school and have a good day.  She noted it is a priority to keep up with technology of the future and employ good teachers.


Question 2. Mr. Brad Schell

Mr. Schell said his Vision for the students of Valdez City Schools is to make sure students are prepared to go out into the world and face the challenges.

President Gard gave Mr. Schell and Ms. Cullen an opportunity to give closing remarks (maximum of 2 minutes).

Closing Remarks: Mr. Brad Schell

Mr. Schell noted his strong background in budget, finance and personnel which he would bring to the position of board member.  He said he enjoys living in, and raising his children in a small community.  Mr. Schell said he wants to give back to the kids so they will be strong leaders of tomorrow.
Closing Remarks: Ms. Michelle Cullen

Ms. Cullen thanked the Board for their consideration.  She noted this is a good time in her life to participate in the community as a member of the Valdez Board of Education.  She said she is a stay at home mom and would like the opportunity to give back to the community.

b. Motion to Appoint New Board Member
MOTION TO APPROVE THE APPOINTMENT OF BRAD SCHELL TO SERVE AS A MEMBER OF THE VALDEZ SCHOOL BOARD UNTIL THE ELECTION OF OCTOBER 2008 WAS MADE BY MELODIE MACKEY, SECONDED BY DOUGLAS DESORCIE.  
c. Board Member Balloting

The members of the Board filled out paper ballots.  

President Gard announced Brad Schell was chosen to be appointed as a member of the Valdez Board of Education.  

d. Administer Oath of Office

President Gard administered the Oath of Office to Brad Schell.  He was invited to be seated with the other members of the Board.
2. Approve Purchase of Deep Fryers for Valdez High School

Superintendent Bowie explained that there had been a fire in the kitchen of Valdez High School which involved a Deep Fryer.  Administration recommends the replacement of the existing two Deep Fryers for life safety reasons.  He noted that the Deep Fryers were older and had never been replaced.  Five companies were contacted to make a bid for the Deep Fryers.  Dr. Bowie said the District planned to take the funds from reserve because this expense was an emergency and unexpected.   Board member Schell said he had works with budgets and funding.  He agreed that the money should come from reserves.
There was brief discussion among the Board.  The Board asked Administration to take the money from the Food Service, Equipment Budget and if more money was needed, to make a request to the Board for additional funds.    The following motion was made:

President Gard asked if there was any comment from the public.  There was none.

VOTE: 4 YEAS, 2 ABSENT AND EXCUSED (DUANE EDELMAN AND LAURIE HULL-ENGLES).  MOTION PASSED.

3. Approve Upgrade of Gilson Junior High Phone System
MOTION TO APPROVE THE UPGRADE OF THE GILSON JUNIOR HIGH SCHOOL PHONE SYSTEM IN THE AMOUNT OF $6,513.45 WAS MADE BY MELODIE MACKEY, SECONDED BY DOUGLAS DESORCIE.  

Superintendent Bowie reviewed the Price Quote from Copper Valley Telephone.  He noted that the Junior High School telephone system was not upgraded when HHES and the District Office were done because a decision had not been made regarding the status of the Middle School Project.

There was brief discussion among the Board.
President Gard asked if there was any comment from the public.  There was none.
VOTE: 5 YEAS, 2 ABSENT AND EXCUSED (DUANE EDELMAN AND LAURIE HULL-ENGLES).  MOTION PASSED.

4. Approve Second Valdez City School District FY’08 Budget Amendment
Superintendent Bowie distributed a memorandum prepared by Business Manager Amber Cockerham. Ms. Cockerham was out of town attending a business conference.  He explained that the Board, by motion, had set aside $200,000. as a place holder for a possible increase of district employee salaries.  The final number was $261,000. Therefore, the amendment is for the additional amount of $61,000, to be moved into the operating budget.  The memorandum noted that all employee checks will reflect the 3% raise in November.  Additionally, separate checks will be distributed to employees for the amount of the 3% retroactive pay (from July 1, 2007).

 MOTION TO APPROVE THE SECOND VALDEZ CITY SCHOOL DISTRICT FY’08 BUDGET AMENDMENT IN THE AMOUNT OF $61,000. WAS MADE BY DOUGLAS DESORCIE, SECONDED BY KATHLEEN TODD. 
President Gard asked if there was any comment from the public.  There was none.

VOTE: 4 YEAS, 1 ABSTAIN FOR PECUNIARY REASONS (MELODIE MACKEY) 2 ABSENT AND EXCUSED (DUANE EDELMAN AND LAURIE 
HULL-ENGLES).  MOTION PASSED.

5. Cancel December 24, 2007 Regular Board Meeting
MOTION TO CANCEL THE DECEMBER 24, 2007 REGULAR MEETING OF THE VALDEZ BOARD OF EDUCATION WAS MADE BY MELODIE MACKEY, SECONDED BY DOUGLAS DESORCIE. 
President Gard asked if there was any comment from the public.  There was none.

VOTE: 5 YEAS, 2 ABSENT AND EXCUSED (DUANE EDELMAN AND LAURIE HULL-ENGLES).  MOTION PASSED.

6. Approve Network Engineer/Desktop Support Position Salary
Superintendent Bowie informed the Board that Administration had researched the salaries paid for comparable technology positions.  Administration recommends the Network Engineer/Desktop Support position be added to the “G” Salary Scale of the Classified Salary Schedule.  The “G” salary range is between $23.07 and $30.36 per hour.  Dr. Bowie said he believes the technical skills required for that position warrant this salary range.
There was brief discussion among the Board.  Many of the members of the Board agreed with the research and salary range recommendation by Administration.

MOTION TO APPROVE THE ADDITION OF THE NETWORK ENGINEER/DESKTOP SUPPORT POSITION TO THE CLASSIFIED SALARY SCHEDULE IN THE “G” SALARY SCALE WAS MADE BY DOUGLAS DESORCIE, SECONDED BY KATHLEEN TODD.
President Gard asked if there was any comment from the public.  There was none.
